Important Guidance Notes for Applicants:

Planning Approval
1. The Council will not normally process an application for a Section 278 Agreement before Full or Reserved Matters planning approval has been issued. 
Bond

2. To attain the Bond value of works the Council’s estimate will be used and is calculated on a linear metre cost basis. The unit costs are reviewed each year, and the current figure can be obtained from the Highway Development Control Section.
3. The bond will be reduced by the following percentage for the issuing of the Completion Certificate:-

Completion Certificate – 70%

Final Certificate – 100%



Fee
4. A vetting fee of £300 for works valued <£7000, £600 <£15000 and £1200 for > £15000 for all drawings is charged and failure to pay this amount with the submissions of the drawings would delay technical approval from being attained. 

5. An Agreement Fee is charged by the Council in respect of all Section 278 Agreements, and is set at 10% of the Bond figure plus legal fees which are at cost. This fee is required prior to the Agreement being signed. The rate to be used will be the most current unit cost, so delay in entering an agreement could result in an increase in the Bond figure.

6. If appropriate soils data is not submitted with the application, a design value of <2% will be assumed in order to determine the required sub base depth. It is not acceptable to simply list the alternatives on the carriageway cross-section drawing.

Street Lighting

7. A street lighting brief must be obtained from the Neath Port Talbot County Borough Council Street Lighting team.
